Please use the format described on this page. The name of the author should be written leaving 2 lines space (Same font size as the main heading) after the title. If more than one author participate, their names should be written below. Abstract should be started at the 6th line leaving 5 lines space after the last author’s name. Main headings including, References and Short CV, should be written at 5th line leaving 4 lines space after the text while the  2nd level headings should be written at 3rd line leaving 2 lines after the text. Figures, tables and equations should be given in accordance with the text and must be referred.

2. METHODS
This section should describe the study design, materials, measuring methods and procedures and statistical methods. Measuring and statistical methods should be mentioned, but for routine methods a reference rather than a description of the method is recommended. The full papers must provide new information on scientific validation, comparative testing, research or development.
The paper should be written in A4 format (210x297mm) and margins such as top 30mm, bottom 30mm, left and right hand 25 mm, respectively. 
1. The paper title should be written in 16 pt Arial UPPERCASE bold and centred.
2. The main headings, Abstract, Introduction, Resutls, References and Short CV, should be written 10 pt, Arial, bold, UPPERCASE and left-justified.

3. Second level headings should be written 10 pt, Arial, bold, Sentence case and left-justified.

4. The text should be written 10 pt, Arial, justified and single line spacing.

5. There should not be indentation when beginning the pharaghraphs. 
6. Please leave 1 line space between the pharagraphs. 
7. Numbering and bullets can be used if necessary in the text.
